Each element of the Bordeaux coat of arms
tells a part of the city's history.
The Grosse Cloche refers to the Town Hall of
which it was part, the leopard to the Kings of
England, and the fleurs-de-lys to the Kings of
France. The water and the crescent
symbolise the river and the port of the Moon.
